In associating itself with the Soulages exhibition, France 3 is reflecting its commitment to culture, a key element in its 
public service mission.

FRANCE 5
Culture has a special and privileged place on France 5, for it belongs to all and as such should be made accessible to all. 
It features in both daytime and evening programming, whether in documentaries, magazine programmes, special broad-
casts or in cartoon adaptations of literature for young children.

At 8.35 pm on Thursdays, books are the focus of attention in “La Grande Librairie,” followed at 9.30 by “Un soir avec” or 
“Un soir au Musée,” every other week alternately, both presented by Laurence Piquet. At 8.35 pm on Fridays, the docu-
mentary series  “Empreintes” catalogues a vast wealth of cultural achievements in a hundred and twenty 52-minute films 
broadcast over four-year period.

New in autumn 2009 is the new film magazine “Cinémas,” hosted by Serge Moati, broadcast at 5.55 pm on Saturdays. The 
new season also brings the return of  “Café Picouly,” an informal and wide-ranging discussion of issues in contemporary 
culture presented by Daniel Picouly at 9.30 pm on Fridays.

It is entirely natural, then, that France 5 should have chosen to be a partner in this Soulages retrospective at the Centre 
Pompidou, so fulfilling its mission to promote knowledge and understanding.

Pierre Soulages
at the Louvre

The Louvre honors Pierre Soulages with an exhibition 
scheduled to coincide with the major retrospective of this 
artist’s work to be held at the Centre Pompidou from October 
14, 2009 to March 8, 2010.

In the Salon Carré, opposite The Battle of San Romano by Paolo 
Uccello (1397–1475), the Louvre presents a large painting by 
Pierre Soulages. The French abstract painter is thus welcomed 
within a symbolic space at the museum, which has long been 
devoted to the work of living artists.

Pierre Soulages has a particular fondness for the Italian primitives 
and has chosen to install the painting featured in the exhibition near 
Cimabue’s Madonna in Majesty (Maestà), whose rigorous 
composition and shimmering gold background he has always 
admired. Across the room, Paolo Uccello’s masterpiece resonates 
with Soulages’ painting, whose somber palette and geometric, 
linear disposition it echoes.

With this invitation, the Louvre pays tribute to an artist celebrated 
for his completely black paintings who was also responsible, in 
1994, for recovering the original red color of the picture rails in the 
museum’s galleries devoted to large-format French paintings of the 
nineteenth century (first floor, Denon Wing). In 2001, the Louvre 
produced a documentary film entitled Pierre Soulages, visite 
particulière, in which the artist communicates his passion for the 
museum.

Pierre Soulages was born in 1919 in Rodez, the capital of the 
Aveyron, where a museum devoted to the artist’s work will open to 
the public in 2012.

Pierre Soulages in his museum - An RCR Arquitectes experience

Lobby of the main entrance, museum – gallery of casts, gallery of wall paintings,  
and library

Running along side the retrospective of the work of Pierre Soulages at the Pompidou centre  
(from October 2009), the Cité will be displaying a preview of the architectural project designed  
by the Catalan agency RCR Arquitectes for the future Pierre Soulages museum in Rodez.
In the entrance hall, visitors to the Cité will discover a large scale model of the project completely free  
of charge. It is set against a backdrop designed by architects at the RCR and accompanied by a highly 
original graphic and audiovisual display.
In addition to the exhibition, there will be a discussion group bringing together the project’s main players: 
Pierre Soulages, the RCR and representatives of the regional councils involved in the development  
of the project: the Communauté d’agglomération du Grand Rodez, the Midi Pyrénées Region, etc.…
The Cité museum is also involved in the exhibition, with a Pierre Soulages trail within the permanent 
collections. This trail is composed of works selected by the artist himself from the permanent collections:
- �Conques church, represented in the exhibition by a 1:1000 scale replica with painted tympanum and  

a virtual visit of the whole monument - gallery of casts;
- �the crypt at Tavant church, displayed as a full, 3D, 1:1000 scale replica complete with frescos -  

gallery of  wall paintings;
- �the archway at the Abbey at Saint-Savin-sur-Gartempe, also as a 1:1000 scale, 3D replica with frescos - 

Library.

Exhibitions designed by the Cité de l’architecture & du patrimoine, in partnership with the Soulages Rodez museum curators and the 

Communauté d’agglomération du Grand Rodez.

Known above all as the painter of black, Pierre Soulages (born 1919) has also produced a 
masterly body of work on paper, in which etching occupies a pre-eminent place, alongside 
lithography and silkscreen printing. Bringing together some 120 works from 1950 to the 
present, this exhibition at the MAMCS offers the visitor a comprehensive introduction to 
Soulages’s work in printing, in which he completely recast traditional procedures, most 
notably in etching. The exhibition also includes the only three bronzes Soulages ever 
made.

From the artist’s earliest copperplate engravings, printed at Lacourière’s (a studio used by 
Picasso, Miró, Braque and Chagall among others), to his most recent screen prints, the 
exhibition presents a truly comprehensive selection of printed work, in which the demands 
the artist makes on the medium put into question the traditional hierarchy of genres: for 
Soulages, the printed work can be seen to be as important as the painted. Always highly 
architectonic in composition, prints and etchings play on transparency and superimposi-
tion to reach the essential, “the flesh of the paper” as Soulages himself puts it.

In presenting Soulages’s three great bronzes the exhibition also reveals a much less 
familiar but not less interesting aspect of the artist’s work. Enlarged versions of the 
worked copper plates used for etchings, these rarely exhibited monumental steles are 
enormously powerful works whose presence only emphasizes the unity and coherence of 
the artist’s work across the disciplines. If Soulages works with black, it is to discover light, 
whether the light captured and modulated by the thick paint of his outrenoir works, the 
sparkling light reflected in these bronze plates, or the blazing white of the areas left in 
reserve in the prints and etchings.

All the works in this exhibition come from the artists’ own collection, forming part of his 
donation to the future Soulages museum in Rodez.

The exhibition coincides with a major Soulages retrospective at the Centre Pompidou, 14 
October 2009 – 8 March 2010.
